The members of the East Peoria Mass Transit District Board were in attendance in addition to the Mayor of East Peoria.  

Comments
The members of the board liked the idea of the study and supported exploring the options of a more regional bussing system.  Suggestions  were given  ast to how to reach the public stating that  Going out to highly transit costumer populate areas (ie. Four Corners, Wal-Mart, Kroger) would be beneficial at gaining input.  They also stated which routes are currently well traveled in East Peoria.  They stated that the Sunnyland rut is the best.  The sports complex route is poorly used and the former Pleasant Hill Rd did not have good ridership.  

The board recommended looking into other types of transit service, not necessarily fixed routes. This may include demand and response type of transit.  This aspect further led to a discussion of the current limitation to the paratransit system, stating that not all of their residents are able to receive it.  

The desire of the transit district is to provide service to all thee residents in their community that desire it.  They wish for the study to analyze ways to make this happen.  They recognize the tax rate cost may be an issue and believe that if the services would increase a good marketing campaign may help get it passed.
